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This paper argued that the determinants of academic patenting, licensing, and spin-offs could be better understood from both the institutional theory and the resource-based view. Through a dataset of 474 academic patent inventors in Taiwan via questionnaire survey, this study revealed not only the institutional legitimacy of academic patent inventors received but also the organizational, network and personal resources that they possess, account for better performance in patenting, licensing and spin-offs. We concluded, from the academic patent inventors’ view, both institutional and resource-based factors jointly influence academic patenting, licensing and spin-offs.
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
